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2 USAGE OF THE FRIGOS58

The Frigo58 is in closed position
with the floor locks on.

Release the floor locks by pulling
the black handles into the down
position.
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To raise the Frigo58, pull on the
hand grips as shown and pull the
bulkhead towards you.

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3.1 FLOORSTOPPER RECESSED

1. Close the levers. The rubber feet must reach the floor.
2. Open the levers. The rubber feet may not touch the floor.
3. Check if you must apply some force to close the Frigo58.

4. Check if you can open the Frigo58 with closed levers. (You may not succeed!!)

5. If necessary, adjust the ground stops
using an allen key (10 mm) at the
bottom.
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
